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IINNTTRROODDUUCCTTIIOONN

The past two months has seen two opposing
developments.  On the one hand, there has
been a significant deterioration in security
and escalation of violence in Nusa Tenggara
Timur (West Timor), most tragically
highlighted by the murders in Atambua on 6
September of three UNHCR staff.

On the other hand, and more encouragingly,
there has been much progress in the
reconstruction being carried out by
UNTAET in all spheres and in the
establishment of those institutions which are
critical for the viability of the future
independent country of East Timor.

30 August celebrated the first anniversary of
the popular consultation with an estimated
10,000 people attending the anniversary
concert outside the UNTAET building in
Dili’s main square.

Independence Day started with a mass
attended by several thousands of people,
celebrated by Bishop  Belo  in Cathedral
Vila Verde. Many people laid flowers at the
foot of the altar, and hundreds later
sprinkled pink and white flowers around a
black steel cross at the Santa Cruz cemetery,
the scene of a 1991 massacre in which more
that 100 people died.

The celebratory music concert was launched
by four Portuguese paratroopers who
dropped 8,000 feet into a small space next to
the VIP tent. The following 12 hours were a
feast of colour, costumes, dance and music
in joyful celebration with the Australian
band Yothu Yindi,  Timorese Bands,
traditional dance and music and bands from
the PKF.

This special day, in which CivPol recorded
not a single serious incident despite
nervousness over security in the preceding
days, was shared by millions around the
world, through TV, radio and press
coverage: at least 100 foreign journalists
covered the day’s events.

It was also a time of remembrance of the
tragic events the previous year, with candles
lit in commemoration on roads and in
buildings over East Timor marking scenes of
attacks. Suai District commemorated the
first anniversary of the massacre in the Suai
Church on 6 September when some 100
people were killed by the militias after the
results of the Popular Consultation were
announced.

Just one week after the euphoria generated
by the incident-free anniversary concert,
satisfaction turned to shock.  Militias went
on the rampage in Atambua, West Timor,
killing three international staff members of
UNHCR.

Other staff said they survived only after
making a desperate escape from the
UNHCR office, which was ransacked and
burnt.

The violence followed the beheading of
former Laksaur militia commander Olivio
Mendoza Moruk in Betun (Village).  As
reports continued of the murder of refugees,
about 450 aid workers from the UN and
non-governmental organisations were
evacuated from West Timor, which
effectively terminated the United Nations
humanitarian operation in West Timor.

Bernard Kerblat, UNHCR chief of
operations, said in Dili that the agency
would not resume work in West Timor
before three steps are taken: the arrest of
those responsible for the murders, tangible
improvements in security, and the separation
of militia from civilian refugees in the
camps.

The Atambua murders coincided with the
Millenium summit at UNHQ  in New York,
where the vicious  attack against aid workers
was widely condemned.  Describing the 6
September murders as “outragious and
contemptible”, the Security Council
demanded immediate Indonesian action to
disarm and disband the militias and insisted
that those responsible for the deaths of three
UN relief workers must  “be brought to
justice”.
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In his address to the Security Council on 29
September, the Special Representative of the
Secretary General, Sergio Vieira de Mello,
said it was essential to recognise that the
root cause of the Administration’s and
Indonesia’s problems was the militia.  Only
when that problem had been effectively
addressed “will we be able to resolve the
plight of the remaining East Timorese
refugees and focus on developing friendly
cooperation between the Territory and
Indonesia”.

History was made when Four East Timorese
athletes competed at the Sydney Olympic
Games in September. The athletes were
Martinho de Araujo, weightlifting, Victor
Ramos, boxing,  Calisto da Costa and
Aguida Amaral, both marathon runners.

UNTAET's TV-station telecasted the
Sydney Olympics live for its entire duration
in three public venues in Dili; the
Gymnasium Building, the Becora Cultural
Center and the Don Bosco School.

The public was able to watch the games
projected live, with two hours of Tetum
highlights at 7 a.m. each day, featuring
special information about the Timorese
competitors and news from TV-UNTAET’s
Timorese reporter in Sydney, Antonio Diaz.

Iqbal Riza, the United Nations Under
Secretary-General represented the United
Nations at the Olympic Games in Sydney.
From Sydney, Riza visited East Timor from
19 September to 21 September.

China officially opened its diplomatic
mission in East Timor on 22 September.
Ambassador Sho Guanfu will be acting as
the head of the mission. Including the newly
opened Chinese diplomatic mission, there
are a total of nine foreign missions in East
Timor.

The Malaysian Foreign Minister, Syed
Hamid Albar,  said that Malaysia would
soon open a diplomatic mission in East
Timor. Minister Syed Hamid also stressed
that Malaysia could assist East Timor in
several areas, including training in
diplomacy, agriculture, banking, education
and health. The minister arrived in Dili in

August to lead a delegation aimed at
exploring areas of co-operation and business
opportunities between both countries. The
delegation included officials from the
agriculture and defense ministries, as well as
police, prisons and land property.

New Zealand has also announced plans to
open a mission in East Timor.

Falintil, the armed wing of East Timorese
Resistance Movement, marked its 25th
anniversary in Aileu, southwest of Dili, on
Sunday, 20 August, in a ceremony attended
by thousands of people. At the celebration,
CNRT President Xanana Gusmão turned
over his post as commander-in-chief of
Falintil to his deputy, Taur Matan Ruak.
Gusmão praised the soldiers for their
discipline, conviction and sacrifices that had
earned the sympathy and respect of the East
Timorese.

SRSG Sergio Vieira de Mello stressed that
the United Nations recognised the role of
Falintil in the past, present and future of East
Timor.  “You are a force of conciliation,
goodwill and common sense.  You are the
dynamics of peace and stability”, he said.  In
addition, he praised Falintil for its tolerance
and humanitarianism in promoting the return
and reintegration of some difficult refugees
from West Timor.  The SRSG also said that
the  Falintil would form the core of East
Timor’s future defence force.  As part of the
ceremony, CNRT Vice President Jose
Ramos-Horta, gave his 1996 Nobel Peace
Prize to Falintil, saying the award belonged
to the guerrillas and the East Timorese for
their sacrifices for independence.

Clocks in East Timor were advanced by one
hour at midnight, Saturday, 16 September.
This allows East Timor to take better
advantage of daylight during working hours,
resulting in energy savings. It will also bring
East Timor into line with time zones
regionally. The time change is permanent,
with no further seasonal adjustments.
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 Return of Refugees

UNTAET authorities and international
agencies have been engaged in discussions
with the Indonesian government regarding
the situation in West Timor. TNI officials in
Kupang have reported that their operation of
persuasion to disarm the militia had resulted
in the collection of some 1000 weapons. The
condition of these weapons and the
percentage they represent of those in the
hands of militia has not been established.
Depending on the level of success, the TNI
may engage in more forceful measures. The
disarmament and disbanding of the militia is
a pre-condition for the United Nations to
resume activities in West Timor.

Contingency planning for a possible mass
return of refugees from West Timor is under
way. A Joint Operation Center is in place at
the UNHCR premises in Dili, with
participation from all major humanitarian
actors, including the PKF. UNHCR has pre-
positioned non-food kits consisting of plastic
sheeting, buckets, and water containers for
up to 100,000 people. WFP has pre-
positioned stocks sufficient for 10,000
spontaneous returns in Oe-cusse, Cova
Lima, and Maliana districts.    Working
closely with UN Agencies, PKF, and NGOs,
with prepositioned fuel in strategic
locations, IOM will be able to handle up to
5000 persons per day.   A database of all
available assets and a movement plan
coordinated with PKF has been prepared.

IINNFFRRAASSTTRRUUCCTTUURREE

The East Timor Transitional Cabinet agreed
on 28 September to the operation of a
passenger ferry service between Oecussi and
Dili and to provide a subsidy to the service.
Australian-based East Timor Shipping and
Supply (ETSS) will operate the ferry
service, which is expected to begin in early
October.

The Cabinet approved a fuel subsidy of
US$5,000 a month to enable ETSS to

operate the ferry service, as well as a waiver
to ETSS for passenger liability. Passengers
will be informed about the absence of
liability when purchasing tickets.
The ETSS link is a temporary solution and it
is expected that another company could take
over the operation early next year.

Oecussi has been without transportation
links with the rest of East Timor – except
limited air service – for more than a year.
The distance between the enclave and the
East Timorese border is approximately 45
kilometers.

Although the SRSG and the  Indonesian
Foreign Minister Alwi Shihab had signed a
Joint Communiqué in February providing
for unimpeded access for goods and people
on a special transit corridor between the
enclave and East Timor proper,
the takeover of parts of West Timor by
militia groups makes it unlikely that a land
corridor can be established anytime soon.
Therefore, the only economic possibility for
transport between Oecussi and East Timor
proper is by sea.

The Transitional Administration started
charging electricity fees to large commercial
customers in East Timor for the first time in
August. The charges apply to hotels,
restaurants, shops, offices, ports, airports,
UN premises and NGOs. The charge rate is
12.3 US cents per unit. The revenue
collected will go to the East Timor budget.
Domestic customers will be charged after
their ability to pay is reviewed.

UNTAET is currently inviting companies to
register their interest in the building,
operating and transfer of a complete
telecommunication system in East Timor.
Bidding for all, or part, of these services is
envisaged. The telecommunications system
would consist of, among other things, a
cellular mobile network, a transmission
network and customer access network. As an
integral apart of the system, full support
services are included in the tender, such as
maintenance, operator assistance, centralized
billing and training.

East Timor joined ranks with 120 countries
on World Cleanup Day on 22 September to
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take part in the world's largest community
based environment project. In East Timor,
community groups, UNTAET's
Environmental Protection Unit, NGO's and
the United Nations Development
Programme worked together to clean up and
raise awareness. Some 80 scouts cleaned up
the two beaches by the side of the Jesus
statue in Dili. UNTAET has designated 15
protected areas of special natural beauty and
importance in East Timor and the beaches
along the statue are one of these areas.

UNTAET's Environmental Protection Unit
and Dili District have approached a private
company to establish a recycling program in
Dili. It is expected that aluminium cans and
plastic bottles will be recycled by the end of
the year.

A  suspension order to immediately cease
the mechanized extraction of gravel, sand
and other materials from the Comoro river
basin in Dili was put into effect on 2
September. Experts have warned that the
large-scale extraction of gravel in the
Comoro river basin was endangering the
environment and putting at risk the stability
of surrounding infrastructure.

An AusAID water supply and sanitation
mission visited East Timor to assess future
involvement in this sector.  Responding to
ETTA’s urgent request AusAid has given
short-tem assistance to power generation and
distribution in Dili.  The purpose of this
assistance is to provide international staff for
capacity building in East Timor’s power
sector.

SSOOCCIIAALL  SSEERRVVIICCEESS

 Education

The National University of East Timor will
open in October, when the official academic
year starts. The East Timorese Transitional
Cabinet has so far granted the University a
budget of US$1,320,000, which will be
transferred from the education budget and
will be used to run the University for its first
year.

The proposed campus is projected to have a
student population of about 4,500. Priority

will be given initially to former students;
students previously enrolled in Indonesian
universities but who are unable to return to
Indonesia; students and teachers who have
been involved in teaching; and high school
graduates. The first intake of high school
graduates will be limited to 500. In all, some
3,000 students have enrolled and are
expected to start their classes in mid-
October. Approximately 140 lecturers and
support staff will be working at the
University. The campus will be spread in
four locations in Dili. To facilitate the
opening of the University, USAID and
Portugal assisted in the renovation of the
buildings.

The total Education budget for fiscal year
2000-2001 is US$13.65 million.

150 Portuguese language teachers arrived in
East Timor in late September.  They will
educate on the secondary school level in all
districts throughout the school year 2000 –
2001.

A national strategy aimed at parents to
provide infants with an early childhood and
pre-primary education programme has been
established.  Other developments include the
US$13,9 million Emergency Schools
Readiness Project, which aims to bring East
Timor’s primary and secondary schools to
operational level as soon as possible.  Over
2,000 classrooms have been prepared and
schoolbooks printed. Schools are scheduled
to open in October holding regular classes
for the first time since mid-1999.

 Health

Supported by Caritas, the Menzies School of
Health Research from Darwin and WHO,
the National Tuberculosis Programme
(NTP) is now established in all 13 districts.
In addition to district treatment centres, 17
satellite centres have been set up in
subdistricts and 100 should be operational
by the end of 2001. To date, more than
2,000 patients had been enrolled for TB
treatment.

Merlin, ICRC and WHO continue field
activities to minimise the impact of malaria
during the coming wet season. These include
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enhanced clinical and laboratory
surveillance, residual insecticide spraying of
houses and distribution and re-treatment of
impregnated bed nets.

District Health Plans were launched in
several districts, which specify the
operational framework for activities in the
health sector.  The District Health Plans
have received strong support from ECHO
which will provide funding for NGOs
operating as health care providers under the
district plan.

One of the seven health clinics, currently
undergoing rehabilitation by World Vision
in Maumeta village, Aileu district, started
operating on 29 August. The rehabilitation
of the seven health clinics was founded by
JICA under the Community Empowerment
Programme (CEP) in collaboration with
World Vision Japan.

There are 150 functioning health facilities in
the country as of June. The majority of the
facilities are still in need of repair and
reconstruction, and only 23 of these have
patient beds. Of a total of 592 beds, half of
them are in Dili.

UNTAET's Interim Health Authority is
planning to construct 25 new health centers
in various sub-districts in the coming fifteen
months.

An AusAID mission visited in September to
assess the support needed for the
establishment of a dental health system in
East Timor.  Support in this sector is
planned to be part of Australia’s aid program
for East Timor.

One hundred and sixty five Dili street
children aged between five and eight years
have been registered by UNTAET's Civil
Registry Unit and the Social Services Unit.
A "child walk-in centre" will be set up in
October in Lahane. UNICEF will assist
financially in the rehabilitation of the
building.

PPOOLLIITTIICCAALL  DDEEVVEELLOOPPMMEENNTT

The draft regulation on the Registration,
Organisation and Internal Democratic

Process of Political Parties in East Timor has
been finalised and will be sent to the East
Timorese political parties and NGOs for
consultation and discussion.

Once approved and signed, the regulation
will establish the obligations and
responsibilities of the political parties. It
covers a wide range of issues, from basic
principles such as freedom of speech to
instructions on the set-up of the executive
body of a political party.

The SRSG, Sergio Vieira de Mello, CNRT
President, Xanana Gusmao, the Deputy
Force commander and Cabinet Member for
Political, Constitutional and Electoral
Affairs met with the Indonesian
Coordinating Minister for Political, Social
and Security Affairs, Bambang Yudhoyono
in Bali on 13 September.  The SRSG tabled
strong demands for the Government of
Indonesia to disarm and disband the militias,
restore law and order in NTT, ensure safety
and security in the refugee camps for
refugees and humanitarian workers, and
prevent further cross border incursions into
East Timor.

The National Council for East Timorese
Resistance (CNRT) Congress was held in
Dili from 20 – 30 August.  The congress
focused on the future vision of the national
unity body, its relationship with its
composite political parties and a range of
national policy issues in the economic,
social, security and political spheres.  It also
re-elected Xanana Gusmao as its president.
What also emerged during the Congress, and
which has developed in the days since, has
been friction between the main party,
Fretilin, as well as the Timorese Democratic
Union (UDT) on the one hand and the
CNRT leadership on the other.  The
Congress also spawned the birth of a new
Timorese party, the Social Democratic
Party, headed by Mario Carrascalao.  This
has led to an intensification of political
activity and discord among East Timorese
political leaders.

The former chief of United Nations Mission
in East Timor (UNAMET) Ian Martin,
received a hero's welcome  when he visited
the CNRT National Congress in Dili.
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 Border Issues

A document establishing a Joint Border
Committee, consisting of civilian
representatives from UNTAET and the
Indonesian Government, was signed on 14
September in Denpasar, Indonesia, between
both parties.

Under the agreement, both countries pledge
to seek mutually agreeable solutions to all
practical issues or problems of a cross
border nature. These range from the
demarcation of the definite political border
between East Timor and Indonesia, to the
facilitation of people and goods across the
border, environmental issues, cross-border
police cooperation, etc. In addition, the
effective operation of the Joint Border
Committee will remove the risk of cross-
border misunderstandings on sensitive issues
such as border security, demarcation and
police cooperation, while encouraging closer
bilateral ties through cooperation on
environmental, health and veterinary issues.
A system will also be worked out which will
allow East Timorese and Indonesians who
live close to the border to cross freely for
family and other personal reasons, in a so-
called Soft Border Management
arrangement.

ETTA organized a 3-day meeting to discuss
the future structure of East Timor’s Border
Control System.  The meeting, which was
attended by representatives of ETTA, New
Zealand and Australia focused on the need
for developing a long-term vision and on
Capacity Building.

MMEEDDIIAA  DDEEVVEELLOOPPMMEENNTT

The UNTAET-supported print consortium,
began operations on 29 August, with the
printing of the Timor Post, one of the first
Timorese newspapers to emerge after last
year's violence. The consortium is funded by
USAid/OTI with three grants totalling
US$158,000 for paper, chemicals, ink,
plates, machine repairs, building materials
and training. UNTAET's Media
Development Unit has been in liaison with
donors, printers, trainers and publishing
houses. News Limited's Queensland
Newspapers Group donated the reproduction

cameras and plate-developers. The
consortium will operate as a non-profit
organization and will be independent of any
political forces or the dominance of any
individual publisher. Further funding will be
sought for the second phase of consortium
operations involving an offset printing
machine. Eight Timorese shareholders are in
the print consortium – four publishing
houses and four NGOs.

A first consignment of 500 solar-
powered/manually-wound radio sets paid for
by funds donated by the Japanese
Government for the people of East Timor
was distributed through UNTAET’s district
offices. A second consignment of 7,500
similar radio sets is expected within the
coming weeks.

5 transmitters have arrived from Portugal
and will ensure national coverage of Radio
UNTAET.

EECCOONNOOMMIICC  DDEEVVEELLOOPPMMEENNTT

The number of businesses continues to
increase both in Dili and in  the districts.  A
further 149 loans were disbursed under the
Small Enterprises Loan Project for a total of
US$1.3 million.  The average loan size is
US$8,700.

Trade and business delegations continued to
arrive from Australia, China, Hong Kong,
Malaysia and Singapore.  While the housing
and services sectors attract investors, recent
visitors have shown interest in onshore
petroleum exploration activities, marble and
gold mining, airline and shipping services.

The East Timor Transitional Cabinet  agreed
on 27 September on a proposal to increase
the excise rates on certain imported goods
such as wine and spirits. The proposal will
be forwarded to the National Consultative
Council as a draft amendment to existing
regulations.

Additionally, the proposed excise rate on
cars and passenger vehicles was increased to
30 per cent with a minimum value of US$
400 per vehicle and a further 30 per cent on
any part of the value over US$ 20,000 for
expensive cars. Private airplanes and
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recreational yachts would be subject to the
same excise as expensive vehicles. Guns,
ammunition and fireworks would be subject
to a 100 per cent excise tax. A 10 per cent
excise tax was also proposed on a further list
of other goods.
The Cabinet was also briefed by Sarah
Cliffe, the Director of the World Bank in
East Timor. The purpose of the briefing was
to report for the month of August on the
activities of the programs funded under the
Trust Fund for East Timor (TFET) and
implemented by the East Timor Transitional
Administration.

Overall, a total of US$7.4 million has been
disbursed from the Trust Fund for East
Timor. Cliffe noted that the disbursement for
the months of September and October was
expected to increase considerably as
numerous projects complete their initial
procurement phase.

The first Employment Service Center in East
Timor  opened  in Dili. The employment
service focuses on identifying job vacancies
within Dili district and finding suitable
candidates for the positions. It also provides
information about training and self-
employment opportunities, and job seeking.
The Employment Service Centre completed
the first recruitment exercise for Central
Hotels in selecting 60 staff to work on the
new Maritime Hotel.   The Employment
Centre will focus on seeking vacancies with
links to major projects and controlled job
seeker registration linked to recruitment
activity.  Technical Support was provided by
ILO who conducted the initial training of the
Employment Service Officers.  ILO is
providing further support to Social Services
in the area of training East Timorese Labour
Inspectors and Labour Relations Officers.
The initial training has begun and is
scheduled to last 6 weeks.

To date, 200 Quick Impact Projects have
been implemented using UNTAET, OCHA
and UNHCR Trust Funds. While almost
90% of the projects of the combined budgets
has been committed, the Trust Fund QIP
Review Committee last week approved a
US$20,000 market rehabilitation project in
Suai to be implemented by IOM.
Furthermore, several projects in Los Palos

and Oecussi will be re-programmed to adjust
from 'labour intensive' to more sustainable
activities. The overall success of the
Programme will be documented in a
forthcoming Evaluation Report. As was
suggested by many NGOs involved in the
implementation of QIPs, there is a need for
small-scale project activities that encourages
a reformulation and extension of the
programme and the identification of
additional resources.

The Temporary Employment Projects
(TEPs) launched by USAID officially closed
on 31 August. The total spending related to
the TEPs has reached US$4,2 million. Over
43,000 people have been employed through
the projects undertaken in all the districts.
To ensure a follow-up of this first initiative,
USAID is now launching the pilot phase of a
community-based stabilisation programme,
the Transitional Engagement for Population
Support (TEPS II)

The first formal round of negotiations
between UNTAET and the Government of
Australia on the Timor Gap will take place
in Dili between 9 and 11 October. UNTAET
is negotiating on behalf of the East
Timorese. The negotiations are on the future
treaty that will govern the resources of the
Timor Gap. UNTAET's delegation will be
led by Peter Galbraith, Director of Political
Affairs, and the Australian delegation by
Michael Potts, First Assistant Secretary of
International Organizations and Legal
Division in the Department of Foreign
Affairs and Trade.

The National Consultative Council has
adopted a legal and administrative
framework consolidating all revenue
regulations into a single law.  The Central
Fiscal Authority of East Timor is currently
conducting a full budget review in
anticipation of the next donor conference to
be held in Brussels in December 2000.

 Judiciary

The first criminal sentence in East Timor
was carried out on 25 August in the Dili
District Court. A 28-year man was sentenced
to 15 years in jail for the murder of a 12-
year old child in March. The convicted man
has been sent to Becora prison to serve his
sentence. The defence has the right to appeal
to the Courts of Appeal within 14 days of
sentencing.

The sentence was carried out in the same
room in the Dili District Court where
resistance leader Xanana Gusmão received
his sentence in 1993.

The first criminal court case in Baucau
opened on 15 September. The case concerns
the murder of a 62-year old woman in Los
Palos in December last year. According to
the prosecution, the woman was tortured and
left for dead by four men after having been
accused of killing children by witchcraft.
They are being held in Becora prison.
Of the Baucau court staff, eight judges, two
prosecutors and two public defenders are
Timorese, and one judge, one prosecutor and
one court administration are international. In
addition, 12 local Timorese court clerks
have been recruited.

Father José António da Costa was appointed
as the new chairman of the  Judicial Service
Commission, replacing Bishop Basilio do
Nasimento, while Siphosami Patrick
Malunga replaced  Michelle Brandt.
The Commission now comprises five
members, three Timorese and two
internationals. Father José António da Costa,
Aniceto Guterres, from Yayasan HAK, and
Judge Lucia Lobato, and Gita Welch,
Cabinet Member for Judicial Affairs, and the
lawyer Siphosami Patrick Malunga. The
purpose of the Commission is to draft the
rules and code of ethics for the judiciary,
and to interview candidates for positions as
judges, prosecutors and to recommend them
to the SRSG, who in turn appoints them.

Capacity Building and training continue to
be important issues in Judicial Affairs in

need of ongoing donor support.  Japan is
currently financing the training of 25 East
Timorese lawyers in Indonesia, and Portugal
has been supporting the training of 4 judges
in Portugal.

•  Civilian Police
Currently there are 1393 Civilian Police
Officers from 43 countries deployed in East
Timor. To date,  Civpol has established 13
stations in the 13 administrative districts and
41 sub-stations, to provide an expeditious
police service to the public living in the
remote parts of the island.

Fifty local Timorese police cadets who
graduated from the Police Academy are
presently undergoing the six months
modular training in various Police stations in
East Timor.  At present, there are four
batches of 50 cadets each, undergoing
training at the Police College.  The second
batch is to be passed out on 9 October 2000.
The fourth batch, consisting of 32 male and
18 female police cadets, commenced
training on 11 September 2000.

A fast track training program for former
Timorese police officers is to commence
mid- October. 2000.  One hundred and thirty
(130) Police Assistance Group (PAG)
members were trained and deployed at
Police Stations island wide. These are East
Timorese with experience in the Indonesian
Police Force.  The absorption of local
Timorese to the Civpol has helped to narrow
the communication gap that existed
previously between the Civpol and the
public.

In August an interim traffic enforcement
regulation was created to cope with the
increasing road traffic violations.    The
penalty for committing an offence under this
regulation would be stated by the
Transitional Administrator in UNTAET
directives, in due course.

The National Investigations Unit is
conducting investigations into the 6
September 2000 murder of three UNHCR
workers in Atambua.  Statements by 44
evacuees have already been recorded to date.
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CIVPOL in Covalima and Bobonaro
districts have made contingency
arrangements in anticipation of a large
influx of refugees from West Timor in
future.

•  Community Policing

On 2 September 2000, under the patronage
of CIVPOL Commissioner a program named
“Partners Running for Safety” commenced
opposite the Governor’s Office by the
community-policing unit of Civpol

The  "Fun Run" in Dili, arranged by the
United Nations Civilian Police, attracted
over 800 participants, 70 per cent of whom
were East Timorese. The race raised a total
of A$2,500; money that will be donated to
projects for widows and orphans in East
Timor. A Peacekeeper from Kenya won the
10 kilometer men's race, while East
Timorese runners won the women's 10
kilometers and men's five kilometers.

The Community Policing Unit has
implemented programs to educate the local
population on precautionary steps to take in
the event of disasters involving suspected
explosive devices.

The Child Protection Unit of UNICEF is
planning to work with Civpol and TLPS to
provide education to the local community
about children’s rights.

 East Timor Police Service

An integration plan to enroll former senior
police officers into the Timor Lorosae Police
Service has been prepared.

A group of TLPS officers from the planning
& development unit visited Singapore in
August/September  to make an assessment
of the Singaporean Community Policing
model. This plan will be implemented as
adapted to the requirements of East Timor.

Plans are under way to establish and develop
a Timorese border police service made up of
members of the former Timorese police
service.

HHUUMMAANN  RRIIGGHHTTSS

UNTAET's Human Rights Unit and the East
Timor Jurists Association have
recommended six human rights principles to
CNRT congress.  The recommendations,
described as fundamental for the future of
East Timor, were formulated during a
human rights workshop attended by Mary
Robinson, the United Nations High
Commissioner for Human Rights, in Dili on
7-8 August.

The principles are: non-discrimination and
equality before the law; freedom of
expression, association and assembly;
economic, social and cultural rights;
ensuring, among other things, that the
marginalized and disadvantaged get equal
access to credit and other resources, that
local production is supported and
employment opportunities are created; legal
protection for human rights with an
independent judicial system including the
protection of witnesses and victims and the
eradication of impunity; a national
constitution, drafted after the popular
consultation, that would uphold a full range
of civil, political, economic, social and
cultural rights of all East Timorese; truth,
justice and reconciliation, including the
setting up of a national truth and
reconciliation commission.

The operations of the Serious Crimes
Investigation Unit which had recently been
set up, was strengthened by support received
from USAID.

On 29 August, the UNTAET Human Rights
Unit hosted a dinner at a Dili Restaurant to
raise money for UNAMET widows and their
families. Ian Martin, the former Special
Representative of the Secretary-General
during UNAMET, was a special guest and
speaker at the event, which raised US$ 2,600
for the widows.  The Small Grants Fund,
which was created at the beginning of 2000
by UNTAET employees, has provided
financial help to more than 30 widows.

 Security Situation in East Timor

There has been a marked increase in militia
activity  created during the past two months.
There are suspected 80 – 150 armed
militiamen scattered in up to ten groups in
East Timor. Their aim appears to be to
gather information relating to the PKF
military component, to establish themselves
and to attempt to gain the loyalty of the local
population in villages that are believed to
have voted for integration.  The presence of
the militia has caused the displacement of
over three thousand persons.  “Operation
Cobra” has been launched in Manufahi, the
district with the most significant militia
presence.  It is aims to induce surrender,
capture or elimination of the militia.

On 11 September, six militia surrendered
and the active presence of the PKF is
making it very difficult for the remaining
militias to continue to infiltrate and gain a
foothold in East Timor.  This was evidenced
by the killing of one heavily-armed militia
on 26 September near the border in the New
Zealand battalion area.This is the second
time United Nations Peacekeeping Force has
shot dead members of the militia. Australian
Peacekeepers killed two militias on 2
August in Maliana district, also along the
border with West Timor.

Due to the current security situation, PKF
downsizing has been deferred for the
immediate future.  The projected downsizing
in Sector East will not take place until the
security situation in East Timor is in keeping
with conditions which will allow its
recommencement.

PKF completed the rotation of 3000  troops
successfully.

Additional FALINTIL Liaison Officers
(FLOs) have been deployed to the battalion
level to  work with the PKF, bringng the
numbers of FLOs to 57; 18 per sector and
two additional officers officers at PKF
Headquarters.  FLO’s may work as guides,

advisors and interpreters. FLOs are armed
and receive training in rules of engagement.
Private Devi Ram Yaishi, a United Nations
Peacekeeper from Nepal, was killed on10
August, as a result of a shotgun wound
inflicted during a militia attack in Suai
district, East Timor, about 30 kilometers
from the border with West Timor, Indonesia.

Corporal Stuart Jones, (27) an Australian
Peacekeeper  died on 9 August on his way to
hospital in Dili after a rifle accidentally
discharged while he was being transported
in a military vehicle in Maliana district.

Corporal Abdul Aziz, a United Nations
Peacekeeper from Bangladesh, died on
August 3 after a grenade exploded while he
was involved in a clearing operation on a
beach near Dili.

Civil Military Activities

All PKF medical elements continued to
provide medical assistance to the local
population  by conducting mobile clinics to
remote areas and by  providing transport to
static medical facilities.

The rehabilitation of KOMORO and
BECORA markets has been suspended and
priority shifted to the rehabilitation of the
Dili fish market.

PKF continued to provide transportation,
engineering and cargo handling supports to
NGOs and other UN agencies in
humanitarian assistance.

PKF units continued to support efforts by
local administration in providing social  and
sports activities to the local communities.
Regular film shows, barber services and
sports events were conducted in all sectors.

With the upsurge in militia activities in
Sector West and Sector Central, road repairs
by PAKENG (Pakistani Engineering
Battalion) in Sector West had been
suspended. Road repairs by other units
continued.  ROKBATT (Republic of Korea
Battalion) is to complete the repair of the
main road to Lautem shortly.
